When there were problems at home, Marcus
was placed in a Foster Care home, where he
got along very well with the single woman
and her family.

Staff who work with Marcus
at Auberle describe him as
cooperative, helpful and
respectful. He usually par-
ticipates in at least one
social activity each week.

Many of his peers call him a
friend and several report
he is someone they will go
to if they need to talk. He
is a pleasure to work with
and be around. He does
very well in school and the
teachers enjoy him in their
classes. As one staff person
close to him says, “It's
wonderful to see a child
succeed and move on from
past difficulties.”

Neighbors of the foster
parent who passed away
have come forward to go
through the process of
becoming foster parents
solely to care for Marcus.
Not only will they become
foster parents to Marcus,
but they would also like to

adopt him if that is what

he wants. His new foster
parents think he is a “great
kid” and we couldn’t agree

more.

The Pennsylvania Educational Improvement Tax Credit (EITC)
program allows businesses making contributions to approved
educational improvement organizations, such as Auberle in
McKeesport, to receive a 75% tax credit ~ for a one-year commit-
ment or 90% tax credit for a two-year commitment. The
maximum dollar limit for the tax credit is $200,000 per year.
EITC provides businesses the social reward of funding
important educational initiatives with very little financial
burden. As an example, a company could make a $100,000

donation over two years with its out of pocket cost being
just $5,000 per year.

Applications for the EITC fiscal year, which runs July 1, 2006
to June 30, 2007, are being accepted on a first-come-first-
serve basis beginning June 30. Funding for the program is
expected to be exhausted within a very short period of time
so interested companies would need to apply immediately.

Approved businesses can contribute to two Auberle
educational programs, which have been approved for EITC.
One program called “Auberle Computer Graphics & Design”
provides extensive computer design and business skills
training for teenagers to run their own graphic arts and
website design company. In the “Auberle Culinary Arts”
program, teenagers receive hands-on culinary arts training
from professional chefs as well as a broad education on all
aspects of the restaurant business.

Auberle Will Miss Bshop Wuerl

There are no words to discribe how much everyone at Auberle
will miss Bishop Wuerl and how much we appreciated
everything he did for our organziation.

Bishop Wuerl was installed as Bishop of Pittsburgh in February
1988 and immediately became a Board Director and Chair of
the Members of our agency. From the start he was very active
in and for Auberle. He participated and approved the creation
of Auberle and later Auberle Development to spur the work of
the original Pauline Auberle Foundation. He was instrumental
in supporting the campaign to build the Program Center and
dedicated it in 2001. He showed his support by committing the
first major gift toward it, at the very meeting where the Board
voted to proceed.

Bishop Wuerl originated the idea of transferring the former
Bishop Boyle High School to Auberle to house the Auberle
Education Center which allowed it to grow from serving 96
students to 140. He arranged to fund the residential redesign
construction in 2004 that allowed us to continue offering
residential services when some agencies stopped due to the
cost of subsidizing that level of care. He was an advocate at
that Board meeting that Auberle should not pull back from
offering residential care to the neediest of the children.

The Bishop offered Christmas Mass in our chapel and brunch
and gifts for our children who had no home available to go to
on Christmas Day on several occasions. He did it without
allowing publicity because he wanted the children to know
that he was here because they are here, not because the media
was here for him.
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Bishop Wuerl was involved in every major decision to advance
Auberle in the last 18 years, guiding, advocating, building and
leading. The ramps that “bridge” our old and new buildings
on the main Campus to allow handicapped access to all parts
of the campus were dedicated to him in recognition of his
efforts to bridge Auberle from the 20th to the 21st century.

While we will miss his support, guidance and leadership,
Auberle is far stronger and helps far more children and
families because he served as the Bishop of Pittsburgh. His
living legacy at Auberle is the Bishop Donald W. Wuerl Good
Samaritan Program where our children help those in need in
the community by doing service projects for them. That too
builds bridges between our children and the community.
